With the
payment of your recital fee, you will receive your
recital packet loaded with detailed info about
costume care, picture day, recital day as well as
a voucher good for2 free tickets to the show. Be
sure to keepyour voucher in a safe place to use
when tickets go on sale, it must be presented at
the desk in order to receive 2 free tickets.
